	The Delegation of European Union to the Republic of Serbia launched the Support to Civil Society Project in 2010 with the overall goal to support active civil society participation in Serbia’s EU-integration. The specific objectives of the project were building social cohesion and overcoming discrimination in Serbian society by promoting tolerance and cultural diversity, and active civil society participation in the socioeconomic development.
The overall grant amount allocated from IPA 2009 and 2010 Programme was four million euro. According to the results achieved in the public call for proposals, 43 civil society organisations have been selected to be supported. 
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
